Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic lunar calendar and is
one of the most important periods in a Muslim’s life. It is marked
by worship, fasting, prayer, and reading the Quran, fostering
spiritual and social values
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Fasting

Fasting during Ramadan involves abstaining from food, drink,
and other invalidating acts from dawn until sunset. It also
includes controlling oneself from gossip, bad speech, and

.forbidden actions
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Types of Fasting

Obligatory Fasting: Like the fasting of Ramadan, which is
mandatory for every sane adult Muslim.

Voluntary Fasting: Such as fasting on the white days (13th—15th of
the lunar month) or Mondays and Thursdays, recommended to

.increase piety

-.Expiatory Fasting: For atonement of mistakes or fulfilling vows
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Prayer is a fundamental pillar during Ramadan, with special
emphasis on Taraweeh prayers after Isha. It provides an
opportunity to deepen one’s relationship with Allah and
increase devotion and piety
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Ramadan is known as the month of the Quran. Muslims are
encouraged to read the Quran daily and revise what they have
memorized. Completing the Quran during this month is a
-.cherished goal for many

Ramadan strengthens patience, forgiveness, and helping
others. It encourages charity, good deeds, and reinforces
.family and community bonds
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Umrah and Hajj are important Islamic rituals aimed at
drawing closer to Allah, renewing spirituality, and fostering
-unity among Muslims from around the world
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:Umrah is a pilgrimage to Mecca that involves specific ritual
entering the state of Inram, circumambulating the Kaaba
(Tawaf), performing Sa'’i between Safa and Marwah, and

shaving or trimming the hair. Umrah can be performed at any
time of the year and is a confirmed Sunnah of Prophet

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Hajj is the fifth pillar of Islam and obligatory once in a lifetime
for every adult Muslim who is able. It includes a series of

.Standing at Arafat and stoning the pillars (Jamarat)
